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[Two torchbearers prepare the way for the guide (Kitchkinet) by going out first and holding sentry.
The guide (Kitchkinet) goes to Show-n-Do (where the parents will be) with his two torchbearers
(torches shouldn't be lit yet), and a guide for the parents. There he will tell parents “Please, no
pictures, remain silent and show respect for the ceremony.” They will then give the parents a few
minutes before they go to the orchard to get the camp, escorted by two torchbearers.]

The Guide (Kitchkinet): The mighty chief awaits you! You will now form into a single file line.
[Pause] Fold your arms and let no words pass from your lips as this would destroy the solemnity of
this occasion. Follow me.

[Kicthkinet will lead the camp to the Council Ring. Parents will already be seated in the upper seats
of the Council Ring. When the camp is all in the stands, they will create an aisle for the mighty
chief (Allowat Sakima) where the railroad ties make an angle by saying:]

The Guide (Kitchkinet): You will now form a pass way for the might chief by moving to your right.
[Wait until all movement stops] You may be seated.

Teller of Tales: It was long ago, but the great legend must never be forgotten. Listen now as the
four winds speak to us through the trees, reminding us of the deep roots of our lodge and strong
heritage of our fathers.

[complete darkness]
North Wind: In the North lay the mighty Pe-E-Mo Lodge who lived in the land of the Thunderbird.

South Wind: Across the Great River in the South was the mighty Metab Lodge who lived in the land
of Hohn.

East Wind: One night, the Great Spirit spoke to the revered chiefs of these two lodges, He called
them to a secret meeting place deep in the woodlands. There he gave them a sign: the great
Thunderbird flew over the sacred lake of Hohn. It circled once, twice, then settled among the cliffs
of the land, there to dwell in safety. The chief understood this sign and knew the Great Spirit
desired that they merge.

West Wind: Yet the chiefs were displeased with the Great Spirit's command. Rage fell upon them,
and they refused to obey the command given them. The Great Spirit, saddened by the decision of
his loyal servants, left the two chiefs. With the departure of the Great Spirit, the two chiefs, too full
of anger to speak, headed their separate ways. They traveled through the foreboding woodlands;
yet despite their skills in woodcraft, both found their minds clouded, and could not find their way
home.

North Wind: After many moons of travel the two chiefs stumbled upon one another in the wood.
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The realization came to them: they must work together, uniting their skills and knowledge to
escape the woods. Thus decided, they forged through the woods, coming upon an open field.
There, they saw a great white tipi towering over them, reaching towards the heavens. Across its
base were two red stripes.

South Wind: The two chiefs, filled with awe at all that had occurred, returned to their lodges. There
they spread the tale of their journey. They told of their encounter with the Great Spirit and his sign.
They told of the rage at the neighboring lodge. They told of their journey through the dark
woodlands. At last, the two chiefs led their lodges to the great white tipi with two red stripes.

West Wind: And there it was made known that they henceforth the two lodges would be one: THE
GREAT NAMPA-TSI!! [Three loud drum beats]

[Once the east wind starts talking the red light comes on.]

[The two torchbearers post the lit torches in the teller of tales posts. The guide (Kitchkinet) joins his
torchbearers on the short trail that breaks off from the county road.]

[teller of tales (Wescontante) speaks from his position between the two torches. }

Teller of Tales (Wescontante): | am he who tells the tales of this lodge. What you will view this
hallowed eve is the Order of the Arrow Call-Out Ceremony. This Order, an esteemed division of
Scouts, was created to honor those scouts and scouters who best exemplify the Scout Oath and
Law in their daily lives. They have been selected by their peers for their outstanding leadership and
service in scouting. Tonight, in this ceremony, we pay tribute to these noble servants. First, you will
witness the mighty chief praying to the Great Spirit asking for strength and guidance. He will then
signal the Medicine Man, from the sacred land of our people. He will then bring fire to these
hallowed ceremonial grounds. Those who have been chosen to become candidates of our Order
will be recognized by the mighty chief as he places his hand three times on the shoulder of each
candidate.

[The Mighty Chief (Allowat), from his position at the left of the ring, begins his prayers.]

The Mighty Chief (Allowat): Oh Great Spirit, | pray to the east for your buffalo which nourish my
people. [faces the east when speaking arms raised holding up a buffalo horn]

Oh Great Spirit, | pray for the southern sunshine and warm wind that allows the eagles to soar and
inspire my people [faces the south holding up a bird wing.

Oh Great Spirit | pray for the gentle western rain to nourish the earth, bringing new life to our lands
(faces the west when speaking holding up a bowl of corn and gourds]

Oh Great Spirit, | pray for the sharp northern wind to shape and strengthen my people. [faces the
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north when speaking holding up a blanket]

And Oh Great Spirit, | pray to the sky to bring forth thunder from the clouds to summon the
medicine man of our people. [looks up with arms raised and the drum immediately makes 3 loud
beats]

[Medicine Man (Meteu) then comes from the Four Fires trail singing the Navajo Happy Song

and carrying two lit torches. He stands between the two UNLIT fires, swings the torches, which

are in turn received by the guide (Kichkinet's) runner who takes the torch back up the short traif to
stand beside the guide (Kichkinet). The guard (Nutiket's) torchbearer receives his torch and carries

it up the steps to the guard (Nutlket's) position at the tree stump at the top of the ring.

The medicine man (Meteu) then takes a gourd or some such thing from his belt dances around the
cow skull as the drummer beats a slow dance rhythm, and on

the final honor beats of the dance.]

The Medicine Man (Meteu): [arms raised to the heavens]
On the shore of the Osage

By the brightly shining water,

Stand the wigwams of our campers,

Dark behind it stand the forest,

Stands the chestnut, oak, and hemlock,
Stands the firs with cones upon them.
Many things they have and do here.

How the Great Spirit

Cares for his faithful children,

Cares for all the forest people:

Learn they of the stars in heaven,

Of the birds that fly and nest here,

Learn the language of all creatures,

Call them friends whenever we meet them.
Oh, Great Spirit, then in heaven,

Bless this gathering,

That we may for this be ever thankful.

Oh, Great Spirit, this we ask thee.

[pause]

[quick start fire needs to be timed to go off when the word "sanka” is said.]
[pause.]

The Medicine Man (Meteu): Great Spirit, provider of life and death, of pleasure and pain, | stand
humbly before you. Bring to us now fire, to these, our ceremonial grounds.

Oh Wankan Tonka,

Wiconi Qa Wicanta,

Wiciyoki Qa Woyanzan Woyute. Miye Warbe Kin ltokarn.
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Mlye Onda Kin Ahi Sankai

[Pronunciation Guide:

o won-kon tonka

wee-cho-nee ka wee-chanta

wee-chee-yo-kee ka wo-yon-zon wo-yu-tay mee-yay warba kin it-o- kam
mee-yay -on-da kin ah-hee san-ka.]

[the mighty chief (Allowat Sakima's) runners take their UNLIT torches and light them in the smudge
pot after the medicine man (Meteu) prays to the great spirit They light the fires and proceed up to
the beginning of the mighty chief (Allowat's) stand, one taking the stairs and the other, the other
side of the ring. After the mighty chief (Allowat's) torchbearers have reached their destinations, the
medicine man (Meteu) brings forth the gourd or whatever is decided upon and presents it to the
Four Winds. Placing it reverently before the skull (or whatever) he will then say:]

The Medicine Man (Meteu): | have climbed the great mountains in the West. There | have sat and
meditated for strength from the Great Spirit. | possess the powers of the Four Winds and the
knowledge of my Grandfathers. The spirit of the Lenni Lenape courses through my veins. | am the
Medicine Man of this Lodge.

[the medicine man (Meteu) takes his place where he will stand when candidates will be brought to
him.]

[the guard (Nutiket) will then proceed down from his position at the beginning of the trail the
Scouts were brought down, escorted by this torchbearer, He presents the war hoop to the Four
Winds and places it reverently at the base of the skull.]

The Guard (Nutiket): | defend the honor of my tribe. The coup | wear shows my bravery [turns
head to show profile of feathers he wears] and the scars of Sunvow show my dedication to my
people. A band of warriors a thousand strong follow my warlance, ready to shed their blood to
defend their people. | am the Guard of this Lodge.

[the guard (Nutiket) will then stand beside medicine man (Meteu), in the place where he will
receive the candidates.]

[the guide (Kitchkinet) the proceeds down from his position on the short trail off the county road.
He will present the pair of moccasins to the Four Winds and place them reverently at the skull ]

The Guide (Kichkinet): | know the trails of this great land... and have walked the sun's path from
one great water to another. | have led my people to grounds where the great horned ones cover
the hills like the morning’s dew. | never stray from the true path, for | am the eyes of my people. |
am the Guide of this Lodge.
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[the guide (Kichkinet) will then stand beside the guard (Nutiket), in the place where he will
receive the candidates.]

[the mighty chief (Allowat) will then proceed down the aisle prepared for him preceded by his two
runners carrying torches.j

[The runners will place their torches behind the fires and the mighty chief (Allowat) will present his
pipe to the Four Winds and lay it reverently at the base of the skull. ] -

The Mighty Chief (Allowat): | have led my people through many winters. Through times of famine
and times of plenty. | have smoked the warpipe with my brothers and the peace pipe with those
who once stood against me, | am the sinew that binds my tribe together. | am the Mighty Chief
and it is my duty to declare this Call-Out Ceremony...

OPEN!

[On the cue of OPEN, the drummer beats one loud beat.]
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
